Selection on 

Character 
Dr. ir. Kathalijne Visser is 

one of the speakers on 

character. She will 

present possible objective 

tools to measure the 

character of horses. For 

her dissertation, Ms. Visser 

studied the character of 

young horses by testing 

three aspects of the 

horse’s personality: 

temperament, reaction to 

people and learning 

ability. The study used 

different tests. The horses’ 

reactions to all these tests 

were repeatable to the 

extend that the tests 

proved usable as 

methods for eva- 

luating  aspects of 

horse character. In her 

lecture she will explain 

more about the tests and 

how they can be 

implemented as a 

selection tool for young 

sport horses. Visser: “The 

use of feasible character 

tests in horse breeding will 

create a win-win situation 

for both horse and man.”

Judging foals at Roelofs Stables 
 

The seminar session Tools for selection II, ‘Selection in 

foals’ does not take place in an auditorium but in the 

indoor arena of Roelofs Stables in Den Ham. For 

already many years Roelofs Stables systematically 

judges all her foals on conformation, free movement 

and free jumping. Based on the results, selection of 

the foals takes place. You will be spectator of such a 

selection moment. While the foals perform their jumps, 

a moderator will interview the Roelofs staff about the 

foals, the preparation that is necessary for this 

evalutation, the traits that they judge and all other 

relevant practical facts. The marks and judgements 

that the foals receive, will be communicated to the 

audience. Then, it is time for science. Many facts on 

the conformation, movement and free jumping of 

foals have been scientifically established. A special 

forum with scientists – but also trainers, riders and 

traders - will share their knowledge with us.  

In the second part of the program another group of 

foals will be evaluated. Now also the audience will be 

the judge. Your findings will be related to the findings 

of the Roelofs’ staff and the opinion of the forum 

members. In this way we hope to evoke a lively 

discussion. This afternoons session will end with a 

presentation of the results of the Roelofs’ selection 

method varying from famous breeding mares to top 

performing approved show jumping stallions.
